ACCOMMODATIONS: A single room is comprised of one twin bed. A double room is comprised of two twin beds.
Newly renovated Barnes House has 21 rooms with double beds. Rooms have a desk, chair and a closet with drawers.
Bedding, towels, face cloth and soap are provided. There is no telephone or TV in the bedrooms.

PAYMENT: You are required to provide credit card information prior to your arrival

REGISTRATION: No matter how you arrive in St. John’s you have to come to Hatcher House (refer to Map of the
Campus below for location) at the University to register for your accommodations. The booth is open 24 hours a day,
seven days a week ((Under review). The University is about 10 — 15 minutes from St. John’s Airport.

KEYS: Keys MUST be returned to the reservations booth in Hatcher prior to your departure. NOTE: Failure to do so
will result in a $100.00 charge on your credit card.
