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On the Indecomposability of the Continuum

In my talk I will trace the development of the idea that the continuum is indecomposable—that it cannot be split into disjoint
nonempty parts—an idea, I contend, that goes back at least as far as Aristotle. Time permitting, I will also describe how
indecomposable continua are modelled in contemporary mathematics.
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
