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Greek Geometers on Geometry

Greek mathematical texts do not consist purely of solutions to problems and proofs of theorems; they often begin with
introductions in which the mathematicians speak explicitly about their work. The statements of Greek geometers about
geometry shed light on their motivations, their attitudes towards their work, and, most fundamentally, what exactly they think
that mathematics is.
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
