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Cops and Robbers from a Distance

In vertex pursuit games played on graphs such as Cops and Robbers, the cops must occupy the node of the robber to win.
We present results on scenarios where the cops win if they are some prescribed distance from the robber. We study this new
game—distance k Cops and Robber—from algorithmic, structural, and probabilistic perspectives.
