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Some results for dual quasi-Hopf algebras

Just as noncommutative, noncocommutative Hopf algebras provide a natural setting for quantum group theory, so generaliza-
tions of Hopf algebras may provide a suitable setting for dynamical quantum group theory. This talk will describe two examples
of encounters with dual quasi-Hopf algebras and the difficulties and differences from the classical theory.
