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Dirac cohomology and unipotent representations

Dirac cohomology is an invariant of admissible representations generalizing (g, K') cohomology, first introduced and studied by
Huang and Pandzic. In this talk | will present results joint with P. Pandzic on computing this invariant for unitary representations
for complex and real groups.
